What is the “world”?
Kosmos (Greek) 
· A system of thought, values, goals . . . actively opposed to God and his ways.
· People in rebellion against their Maker.
· The world is helpless to break free of its condition of alienation from and opposition to God and is desperately in need of a Savior. 



THE WORLD HATES CHRISTIANS BECAUSE . . .

1) The World Hates Jesus.


“If the world hates you, keep in mind that it hated me first.”
John 15:18

· The world opposes those who do not conform to it.
· This opposition manifests itself in hatred.
· Hatred results in persecution.
· Not every godly Christian is constantly persecuted.
· Not all unbelievers hate Christians.
· Persecution can be reflected in indifference, avoidance, repulsion animosity, bigotry and violence.
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2) Believers Do Not Belong. 

If you belonged to the world, it would love you as its own. As it is, you do not belong to the world, but I have chosen you out of the world. That is why the world hates you.
John 15:19


Christians have a different view of . . . 

REALITY – belief in a material and immaterial world – physical and spiritual realities – God, Angels, Satan, Demons, heaven etc.

LOYALTY – to God above all – self-denial vs self-fulfillment


AUTHORITY – God and the Bible


MORALITY – standards as set in Scripture
