1.  TO THE WORLD . . . CONVICTION.

2.  TO THE BELIEVER . . . GUIDANCE


But when he the Spirit of truth comes 
he will guide you into all truth.
John 16:13




3.  TO THE SON OF GOD . . . GLORY 


He will bring glory to me. . .
John 16:14



“One of the most surprising discoveries in my own study of the doctrine and experience of the Holy Spirit in the New Testament is what I can only call the ‘shyness’ of the Holy Spirit.  What I mean here is not the shyness of timidity.  After all, Paul, in 2 Timothy 1:7 calls him the ‘Spirit of power.’  He is not a timid Spirit.

Not the shyness of timidity, but the shyness of deference; the shyness of a concentrated attention on another.  It is not the shyness which we often experience of self-centeredness, but the shyness of another centeredness.  In a word, the shyness of love.
